SYNTHETIC SUBSTRATES/FACE MATERIALS
· PP - Polypropylene – fairly durable and thermally non-expansive
· Metallised PP – this has the same characteristics as PP; used for labels with special metallic visual effects
· PE - Polyethylene – a more stretchable/flexible substrate; used for compressible packaging
· PET - Polyester  – maximum durability and persistence

· Kraft Backing Materials - Kraft backings are coated on one side and are more rigid than either glassine or high-density glassine backings of the same weight. Normally used in Sheet products.
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
